 The crime statistics for the month of August did not change much from the month 
of July; what did change is the fact that most of the incidents took place in business and 
apartment complexes.  There were two residential burglaries.  In one of those, the burglar 
just walked in through an unlocked side door.  The auto burglaries dropped from 9 to 4 in 
our area.  In other area’s there have been reports of people being dropped off on streets 
then making their way down the street looking for unlocked vehicle doors.  Some items 
have been removed from unlocked vehicles, when the vehicle was in the garage but with 
the garage door open.  It’s sad to say that it is getting harder to keep the stuff we work for 
from those that want to steal instead of work. 
 
 The testing of the new Out Door Warning System should start soon.  The new 
system has voice announcement capability.  The contractor has started installing the sys-
tems in parts of Del City.  The new poles, with the entire system already attached, are 
stood up complete and no wiring needs to be installed as the system runs off solar power 
and batteries. 
 
 Some other items you may want to make note of are: 
The last free dump for this year will be on October 26

th
, 27

th
 and 28

th
.  If you miss this last 

one, you will still be able to get a reduced dumping fee at the Oklahoma City Landfill at 
SE 74

th
 and Bryant anytime of the year.  You will have to take your water bill.
